A recent Education Week article, the
“Quality Counts 2007 report, indicated
that “Virginia children are the most likely

in the nation to experience success as they
move from childhood to adulthood.”
Indicators included the performance of
students in reading and mathematics on
the National Assessment of Educational
Progress, graduation, and the achievement
of students on Advanced Placement ex-
aminations. Virginia ranged first in the
South and fourth in the nation on the
State Achievement Index, behind Massa-
chusetts, New Jersey, and Vermont.
